This research, titled: “The hadiths mentioned in mentioning the doctrine sects by their names - a critical hadith
study - deals with what was narrated on the authority of the Prophet, may God bless him and grant him peace,
in mentioning some of the doctrine sects by their names, before their appearance and origin, by studying these
narrations and criticizing them from the hadith perspective, as the research aims to reach To the truth of these
hadiths, their degree, and their condition from a hadith perspective, What are the sayings of the scholars of
hadith regarding them and the extent of their authenticity? After research and study, the research reached a
number of results about these narrations, the most important of which are:No hadith has been recorded from
the Prophet, may God bless him and grant him peace, that states the name of a sect that arose a long time after
his death.
